Since 2021, the RNLI has been operating more than 240 lifeguard
patrols across the beaches of the UK and Channel Islands. Its lifeguards
provide in-water rescue, give first aid and speak to the public, teaching

'The First Lifeboat

The first lifeboat was made 238 years ago in
1785 by a coachbuilder from London named
Lionel Lukin. He was asked to turn a fishing
boat into a lifeboat to help keep people safe

in the water at Bamburgh Castle in North East
of England. The lifeboat was the world’s first

‘unsinkable’ boat.

During the Second World War, the RNLI was involved in the war effort.
The charity towed boats filled with top-secret information, helping them
sneak across the seas, and even towed

crashed planes, bring injured soldiers back
